THE COURT ORDERS THAT:

1. Any party wishing to seek orders:
(a) for the separate determination of any question in the proceeding;

(b) for the provision of further and better particulars of any pleading, any supplementary information in the nature of particulars or a statement of the nature of the case on which the other party relies; or

(c) pursuant to any provision of the Federal Court of Australia Act 1976 (Cth) or the Federal Court Rules (Cth) (‘the Rules’) that any part of any pleading be struck out, or that there be judgment in its favour in relation to the whole or any part of the proceeding,
file and serve a notice of motion seeking such orders, together with any supporting affidavits, on or before Monday 23 February 2009.

2. Any party opposing the making of orders in accordance with any notice of motion filed pursuant to order 1 file and serve any affidavits on which it intends to rely in relation to the motion on or before Monday 2 March 2009.

3. Any notice of motion filed pursuant to order 1 be made returnable for hearing at 10.15 am on 25 March 2009.

4. The applicants file and serve any further affidavits in chief, other than in relation to issues of quantum, by Monday 23 February 2009.

5. The respondents file and serve any affidavits in answer by Monday 25 May 2009.

6. The applicants file and serve any affidavits in reply by Monday 29 June 2009.

7. Any party seeking discovery of documents in limited categories notify the other party of the categories in which such discovery is sought by Monday 23 February 2009.

8. Any party receiving a notice under order 7 respond by Monday 2 March 2009 indicating whether it agrees or does not agree to provide discovery in the various categories notified.
9. The parties provide discovery of documents in any agreed categories, in accordance with Order 15 rule 2 of the Rules, by Monday 6 April 2009.

10. Any party wishing to press for discovery in categories which are not agreed is to re-list the matter pursuant to the general liberty to apply for the determination of that dispute.

11. The matter be listed for final hearing commencing on 6 October 2009 at 10.15 am, wit an estimate of not less than 14 days.

12. The matter be listed for further directions, including pre-trial directions, on 29 July 2009 at 9.30 am.

13. There be liberty to apply on 3 days’ notice.

THE COURT NOTES THAT:

1. The respondent proposed on 5 February that the matter be referred to a mediator. The applicants have indicated that they will consider that proposal. The parties agree that any mediation of the matter is not to delay its progress in accordance with the above timetable.
